
Report to MAG Technical committee 
Meeting on July 25, 2013 Working Group meeting

The meeting was called to order at noon on July 25, 2013.  
 
In attendance:  Greg Groneberg (Southwest Asphalt), Jeff Hearne (SRMG), Gordon Tyus 
(MAG), Syd Anderson (PHX), Bob Herz (MCDOT), John Shi (MCDOT), Bob Draper (Mesa), 
Scott Thompson (Cardno ATC), and Peter Kanderis (DGS) 
 
Introductions were made and goals were reviewed. 
 
Case 13-09 A discussion on 321’s penalty tables took place. The committee reviewed the 
proposal from Mesa and worked on the various tables. Both Agency and Industry have worked 
to agree on the version that will be presented to the full MAG committee. The committee further 
decided to not deal with the “permit” sections at this time. These are poorly written and will need 
to be addressed next year.  
 
Section 711: Case 13-14 Polymer Modified Asphalt specifications was reviewed. Two small 
changes were made to include a fiend blended “TR” material and a terminal blended “TR”. 
This case will be voted on by the full committee in August. 
 
Section 325 City of PHX new “rubber overlay” handed out and was discussed. Syd reported 
that the new boiler plate for rubber projects will be used this year in the City’s contracts. He 
explained that binder targets were 8.0% for collector and major streets and 8.5% for residential 
pavements. 
 
Section 345: Case 13-19 Adjustments to utility frames and covers- Brian Galimore has 
provided some recommended changes for this section. The proposed case was reviewed and 
discussed. It was in agreement to take this to the main committee for further discussion. Bob 
Herz informed the committee that he had a related case with minor changes to detail 270 water 
valve covers. It includes removing the chains from the lids and increasing the lid depth to 4” to 
prevent them from vibrating off of the rings. 
 
A discussion on Section 309 was held. Comments were submitted and these will be forwarded 
to Mike Whitman (W.T.I.)   
 
This case was recommended by the committee to send this to the main committee for assigning 
a case and further discussion. 
 
The meeting was adjourned at 1:25 p.m. 
 
The next (and last) working group meeting will be August 22nd 2013 at noon at the AGC 
meeting room rather than ARPA’s meeting room.
