Executive Director Report on Aging


•On August 27th, MAG and Sun Health represented the region at the first White House Forum on Urban Innovation. The invitation-only event took place in Washington, DC and featured the country’s foremost leaders in economic development, public health, neighborhood revitalization, and neighborhood revitalization. The federal government recognizes cities as laboratories of innovation and gathered the leaders to discern how the federal government can improve. The region was invited on the basis of the MAG Municipal Aging Services Project.

•The MAG Municipal Aging Services Project was funded by the Virginia G. Piper Charitable Trust. The project utilized extensive community engagement to develop a toolkit for local governments when meeting the needs of people aged 65 years and more. 

•On the basis of this toolkit, the region was selected by the MetLife Foundation to participate as one of five regions in the country in the City Leaders Institute on Aging in Place. The goal of the Institute is to help older adults from becoming socially isolated. The project benefits from Mayor Stanton’s membership on the leadership team for this project.

•Additional funding may be available for this work. Discussions are underway currently with an announcement anticipated for next month. 
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
