The City of Phoenix has for many years now been a federal focus city for pedestrian safety.  Over the last ten years (2005-
2014) , the city has seen an average of 549 pedestrian and 473 bicycle crashes each year.  A predominant crash mode has 
been pedestrians or bicyclists being hit while crossing arterial or collector streets.  The intent of this project is to improve 
pedestrian and bicycle safety by providing positive traffic control at crossing sites of high volume arterial streets.  To 
accomplish this, the city is requesting funding for 8 pedestrian hybrid beacons or HAWKs, a proven safety counter-measure, at 
sites throughout Phoenix with established pedestrian and bicycle traffic patterns.  Most of the eight crossing locations are 
currently operating as non-signalized, high-visibility crosswalks and, six locations are operating as 15-mph school crossing 
zones to elementary or middle school sites as part of existing Safe Route to School walking and biking networks.  The City of 
Phoenix estimates that the total adjusted cost of this project would be $2,044,000.  The City is requesting $1,770,011 in 
federal funding and would provide $273,989 in matching funds.  If approved in full, the city would install all eight crossings in 
FFY18.
