This hearing is being held, in accordance
with State and Federal law, to discuss
the Draft 208 Amendments and to
accept public comments.

The Central Buckeye Expansion Draft
208 Amendment includes the Central
Buckeye Wastewater Treatment Plant,
which is identified in the current MAG
208 Plan as the “Town of Buckeye
Wastewater Treatment Plant” with a
2.0 million gallon per day (mgd) build-
out capacity and an Arizona Pollutant
Discharge Elimination System
(AZPDES) permit discharge to the
Arlington Canal. The proposed facility
expansion would increase ultimate
capacity to 16.6 mgd and the facility
name would be changed to the “Central
Buckeye Wastewater Treatment Plant.”
The expanded facility would continue to
have an AZPDES permit discharge. The
plant is located south of Beloat Road,
between Miller and Apache Roads. The
project is within three miles of
unincorporated Maricopa County and
the County has indicated they do not
object to the facility expansion.

The Surprise Draft 208 Amendment
includes the Special Planning Area 2
Regional Water Reclamation Facility
with an ultimate capacity of 10.5 mgd.
The facility would be located in the
northeast quarter of Section 18 of
Township 4 North, Range | West.




Reclaimed effluent would be disposed
through reuse, recharge and a potential
future AZPDES permit discharge to the
McMicken Dam Outlet Channel or the
Agua Fria River. The City of Peoria and
the Maricopa County unincorporated
area are within three miles of the
project, and both have indicated they
do not object to the proposed facility.
