THE IBC PROVIDES NO SEPARATE RECOGNITION FOR INDEPENDENT HEALTH CARE FACILITIES WHICH ARE REQUIRED TO MEET THE LIFE SAFETY CODE 101 TO RECEIVE AND MAINTAIN ACCREDITATION FROM A NATIONALLY RECOGNIZED ACCREDITATION ORGANIZATION TO MEET FEDERAL AND STATE REQUIREMENTS. MOST HEALTH CARE FACILITIES OPT TO BE ACCREDITED BY AN INDEPENDENT AGENCY, SUCH AS JCAHO, IN ORDER TO BE CERTIFIED TO TREAT PATIENCE COVERED BY MEDICARE AND MEDICADE. CONGRESS AMENDED THE SOCIAL SECURITY ACT IN 1965 TO REQUIRE THAT HEALTH CARE FACILITIES BE ACCREDITED BY JCAHO. JCAHO USES THE PROVISIONS OF THE LIFE SAFETY CODE AS THE BASIS OF THEIR ACCREDITATION.
