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Drug and Alcohol Policy

The purpose of this policy is to provide a drug and alcohol free environment that will help ensure safe and well run programs for all our volunteers and neighbors. In order to further this objective, the following rules regarding alcohol, illegal drugs and all prescription or over-the-counter medications that come with a warning about driving when using these medications have been established.

1. The dispensing, possession, sale, purchase, use or being under the influence of any of the following substances while you are providing services for the Northwest Valley Connect is prohibited:  alcohol; an illegal substance; or prescription or over-the-counter medications that come with a warning against use while driving.

2. If a report is made of a violation of this policy, the volunteer will be invited to speak with the Executive Director of the Northwest Valley Connect in a confidential meeting to discuss the report and/or to provide further information to clarify or contest the report.

3. If a volunteer is found to be in violation of this policy, the volunteer will no longer be allowed to volunteer in any of the Northwest Valley Connect programs.
