Applications that are submitted after the indicated deadline of October 23, 2009 at 12:00 p.m. (noon) will not be accepted and will not be considered for funding.  An application will be considered late if submitted at 12:01 p.m. or later on the indicated deadline.

Eligibility Criteria

Applicants and project sponsors must meet the eligibility requirements of the specific program as described in program regulations, and provide evidence of eligibility and capacity, and submit the required certifications as specified in the HUD Notice of Funding Availability (NOFA). Submitted projects must serve homeless people as defined by HUD.  Please refer to the HUD Notice of Funding Availability (NOFA) General Section at http://www.hud.gov/offices/adm/grants/nofa09/grpcoc.cfm for additional eligibility information.  Eligible applicants can include state, local governments and other government entities such as public housing authorities private nonprofit organizations with 501(c)(3) tax exempt status under the IRS Code, or certified United Way. Organizations that have a voluntary board, a functioning accounting system, practice nondiscrimination in the provision of assistance, and the net earnings of which do not benefit anyone associated with the organization community mental health associations that are public nonprofit organizations are also eligible applicants for the Federal Application process.  

To be eligible to receive assistance from projects a person must be homeless. Projects that propose serving other populations will not be considered for funding. Homeless persons are those who are sleeping in places not meant for human habitation, such as cars, parks, sidewalks, and abandoned buildings, are sleeping in emergency shelters, are living in transitional or supportive housing for homeless persons but who originally came from streets or emergency shelters, ordinarily sleep in transitional or supportive housing for homeless persons but are spending a short time (30 consecutive days or less) in a hospital or other institution, are being evicted within the week from private dwelling units and no subsequent residences have been identified and they lack the resources and support networks needed to obtain access to housing.

The Department administers other programs to serve persons who are poorly housed or need supportive housing but are not homeless. These programs include: Section 8 Housing Assistance Payments, public housing, HOME, Community Development Block Grants, and Supportive Housing for Persons with Disabilities. 

New Applicants/Projects
Permanent Housing Bonus:
For 2009, the Samaritan Bonus Initiative will be replaced with a Permanent Housing Bonus.  CoCs will be able to use funds for homeless disabled individuals and families or for chronically homeless individuals.  As creating new permanent housing beds for chronically homeless individuals is still a HUD priority, HUD strongly encourages CoCs to use at least a portion of available bonus funds to create a project that will exclusively serve the chronically homeless.

The maximum the CoC is allowed for the Permanent Housing Bonus is $1,394,970.  This amount can be for one project or split between multiple projects meeting the Permanent Housing Bonus criteria.  New projects can request two or three years worth of funds for operating, supportive services and leasing costs.  However, if an applicant also requests funds for acquisition, construction or rehabilitation, the grant term will be the two or three years, plus the time to acquire the property, complete construction and begin operating the project (no more than 39 months).

Permanent Housing Bonus projects may be Supportive Housing Projects (SHP) or Shelter Plus Care (S+C) Projects.  Under SHP, no more than 20 percent of the total of its eligible program activities (grant total minus administration costs up to five percent) may be used for case management.  The remaining 80 percent must be used for eligible housing activities (i.e., acquisition, rehabilitation, new construction, leasing, or housing operations).  

For S+C new projects, requested amounts must be based on the applicable 2009 Fair Market Rents (FMRs) and cannot be greater or less than 100 percent of the FMR.  Up to 8 percent of a S+C grant may be used for eligible incurred administrative costs associated with administration of housing assistance.  Current FMRs can be found at www.huduser.org.

Renewal Applicants

An applicant is eligible to apply for renewal of a grant only if they have a signed grant agreement for the project directly with HUD for SHP or S+C programs to expire in 2011.  The total request for each renewable project cannot exceed the annual renewal amount received in the current grant for that project.

Leverage Letters
Leverage letters will be required of new project applicants.  New project applicants are required to provide information from all sources (that apply to this project) that have a written commitment of financial and/or in-kind support.  The written commitment must be submitted with the application.  Leveraging items may include any written commitments that will be used towards your cash match requirements in the project, as well as any written commitments for buildings, equipment, materials, in-kind services and volunteer time.

Please provide letters for the value of all contributions to the project that have a written commitment.  This is extremely important, as the amount of leverage directly impacts an agency’s ranking and the competitiveness of the Maricopa Regional Continuum of Care application to HUD.

The written commitments must be documented on letterhead stationery, signed and dated by an authorized representative.  Written agreements could include signed letters, memoranda of agreement, contracts, and other documented evidence of a commitment.  Letters must, at a minimum, contain the following elements: 

· The name of the organization/source providing the contribution;

· The name of the project and its sponsor organization to which the contribution will be given;

· The date that the contribution will be available (this should specify the timing to coincide with the project year); 

· The value of the contribution and how that was determined: donated professional services should be valued at the customary rate; volunteer time should be valued at $10 per hour;

· MUST NOT have soft wording in the statement, such as, “if the City Council approves”, “subject to”, “we intend”;

· Common Examples:

· Volunteer hours (valued at $10 for non-professionals and going professional rates for professionals)

· In-kind services

· Agency revenues

· Rental income from tenants 

· Other funding sources

· United Way contributions

· Donated construction materials 

· Donations of rent, materials or services at less than market value (the difference between charge and value is match)

· Unique Examples:

· Donated laundry revenues

· In-kind video productions 

· Donated hygiene supplies (diapers, wipes, lotion)

· Value statement example: 40 volunteer hours valued at $10/hour = $400.  A value of goods statement could be “clothing valued at resale value in used good store”.  A below market rent statement could be, “(fair market rent) $700 less actual rent charged ($600) x 12 months x number of years of project.”

· Cash match can be used for leverage.  However leverage can only be used for match if it is cash.

If you do not have a written agreement following these guidelines, do not submit a letter.

Technical Assistance

Application Weights

The following weights (points) will be considered for each renewal project and used to determine if projects are in need of technical assistance.  Projects that receive a low score are subject to a one-year probationary period, as determined by the MAG Continuum of Care Regional Committee on Homelessness, where they will receive technical assistance and be expected to improve on their score.  
Application Completeness
Three point scale: 0 points for an incomplete application, three points for a complete application.  An application completeness checklist will be provided with the application instructions.

Participation 
Three point scale: points will be given based on the percentage of Continuum of Care and HMIS meetings attended.

HMIS
Ten point scale: based on compliance with HUD Data Standards including Program Data Elements, Universal Data Elements, Self Sufficiency Matrix and Training.

Leverage
Five point scale: points will be given based on the percent of leverage obtained by each project compared to their requested funding amount, as indicated in the project’s leverage letters.
