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Notes from 11-18 Sample Run: 
 
Similar patterns were seen but the meteorological conditions were different.  Winds were present 
in the early morning which seemed to prevent any general buildup of PM.  Additionally, the 
traffic was lighter, both truck and car.  The landfill seemed to open at 7 AM with somewhat of a 
line of cars, but not real great.  Of significance however, were the activities in the Swift truck 
yard with an obvious school going on.  This seemed to be the primary source of PM just below 
Durango and probably impacting the DC monitor.  There also seemed to be another source north 
of Durango, but it could not be identified.  Shortly after 9AM, when the inversion seemed to lift, 
we parked opposite the Swift yard and took time-lapse pictures looking through the access road 
on 27th (the west side of the yard).  During this time the winds were light from the northeast 
blowing toward the monitor.  The figure below shows data collected.  The time-lapse movie 
(playable in Windows media player) shows the activity and visible dust.  I took some artistic 
license to add some ballet music. 
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
